ACTIVITY 1 : Speaking about Climate

Warm up activity

For the tutor/teacher:

1. Give sheet 1 to the learners , ask them to write down the words coming into their mind in relation with “Climate”. Collect the answers. Write them on cards and form a globe with them to represent the earth.

ACTIVITY 2 : Vocabulary related to “Climate”

ACTIVITY 3: Reflecting on Climate                                       
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A. Listening comprehension                                                                         
For the tutor/teacher: 

Chose one of the song or divide the class in two groups so that a group listens to one song, the other to the other one.

Form groups of two or three.

Give the learners’ activity 3 sheet with the grid.

Ask them to note the vocabulary related to climate changes.

Sing the song with your learners.

B. Creativity and writing

Ask learners to write a poem with some of the words that noted when listening to the songs.

ACTIVITY 4: About Climate Changes 

Oral and written task – communication skills, cooperative learning

For the tutor/teacher

Ask the learners to fill the grid, to collect the suggestions, to write them on a board or a flipchart, to assess them in giving them points and to discuss the results together.

e.g.

ACTIVITY 5: Protest Campaign 

Creativity, cooperative learning 

For the tutor/teacher:

ACTIVITY 6: Climate Changes

Reflection and creativity, vocabulary broadening 

For the tutor/teacher: 
Give the learners the sheets with the drawings (4 and 5). Ask them to answer the questions in part A and to compare their results in plenum.

In part B learners should find comments for the speech bubbles,  explain what has happened and answer the questions.

Correction in plenum.

ACTIVITY 7: Forecast 

Reading comprehension and answering questions

For the tutor/teacher: 
Ask the learners to read the text and to answer the questions. Correction in plenum.

Ask the learners if, in their opinion,  the writer exaggerates his vision of the future.
