ACTIVITY 1 : Ways of Generating Electricity

Warm up activity

For the tutor/teacher:

1. Give the grid to the learners , ask them to find the 5 words related to the generation of electricity. Correct altogether. (windmill, nuclear, coal, hydraulic, solar)

2.Teams of two learners. Ask the learners what electricity is needed for. They have to write 10 answers (e.g. for washing machine, lamps, cooking, computer, phone, dish washer, heating, radio, television. They write the results on cards, pin them on a board and form word categories (e.g. media), classify the answers in those categories and discuss about the importance of electricity in daily life.. 

ACTIVITY 2 : Generating Electricity
Vocabulary broadening

For the tutor/teacher:
Ask the learners to find out the correct title for each drawing.

ACTIVITY 3: Grandpa Explanations
Creativity and writing

For the tutor/teacher:

Give the learners’ activity sheet with the comic strip.

Ask them to imagine what the grandfather is telling to the child..

Ask the learners to fit the dialog into each bubble.

Ask the learners to write the explanations the grandfather gave to the child.

ACTIVITY 4: Heating and cooking (in groups of four) 

Oral and written task – communication skills, cooperative learning

Ask the learners to answer the two questions and to write the answers in the grid.
