ACTIVITY 1: Think about holidays and celebration 

Warm up activity

For the tutor/teacher:

1. Give 5 cards to the learners and ask them to write down 5 words that come to their mind when they think about party and celebration. After writing that words on the cards pin the cards on the board. 

2. Discuss each word asking students to say short sentences and select the five most popular words.

3. Ask your learners to give their opinion about holidays and celebration marking answers yes or no and report to the class.

4. Ask your learners to write 5 sentences with these words: meet up, have fun, wait for, enjoy, rest. Ask them to read these sentences to the class. 

ACTIVITY 2: Who are these persons?
Answering questions and broadening vocabulary 

For the tutor/teacher:
Ask the learners to answer three questions in written form.

Choose the words from the list to describe the woman, the man and the child.

ACTIVITY 3: Merry Christmas. Dialogue and bubbles

Creativity and writing

For the tutor/teacher:

Give the learners’ activity sheet with caricature.

Ask them to imagine what these people are talking about.

Ask the learners to fit the dialog into each bubble.

ACTIVITY 4: Role play (in groups of three) 

Oral task – communication skills, cooperative learning

For the tutor/teacher: invite the learners to hold a possible conversation between the three people in the picture.

ACTIVITY 5: Reflection and opinions 

Questions answering, reflection, cooperative learning 

For the tutor/teacher:

Ask the learners:

1. What is their favourite holiday?

2. Is this a typical sight for a Christmas party?

3. Have they ever been to a party like this?

4. Ask the learners if they can change the mood for Christmas in this family. How?

ACTIVITY 6: Role play 
Oral expression, cooperative learning

For the tutor/teacher:

Ask the learners:

1. To compliment the lady, praise her cooking skills.

2. To thank for the gifts.

3. To tell that you love your family.

ACTIVITY 7: The original caricature

Oral task – communication skills

For the tutor/teacher:

Ask the learners


1. If they find the comic funny. Why? 

2. If they associate the caricature with a particular country? Which one?
3. What stereotypes can they identify in this caricature?

ACTIVITY 8: Written tasks

Creative writing skills

For the tutor/teacher:

Ask the learners to write (choose one of the three tasks):

1. An advice for a women’s magazine explaining how to make Christmas a celebration for everyone.

2. How I celebrated the Christmas.

3. Christmas greeting cards for friends, family members, colleges, teachers etc.
