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	Activity 1
Parts a) and b)
	a) An individual task. The cartoon with the text in it should be kept hidden from students.
b) A teacher divides the class in groups of two and encourages them to compare their texts, explaining their choices. The texts are read for all the class afterwards. A teacher might propose to select the most witty and funny idea.
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	Activity 2

	A teacher might offer to compare students’ texts to the original one and see who in the class happened to be closest to the author’s idea.
A teacher asks students to read the questions and moderates a discussion. Alternatively, students might answer the given questions in pairs first, and then a class discussion follows.
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	Activity 3 
Parts a) and b)
	a) A teacher asks students to choose to individually fill in either the left or the right side of the table according to their pesonal choice. 
However, the numbers of students filling in both sides should be equal, thus, alternatively, a teacher might just split the class into two groups. The more more pros or cons the students think of, the better.
b) A teacher splits the class into groups of two people that each have filled different sides of the table, and make them talk one by one to each other, reading out what they’ve put down and reacting to the partner’s words by expressing either agreeement or disagreement in a polite way. 
Before that, a teacher might be willing to put down some stock phrases of agreement and disagreement provided by all the class, on the blackboard. 

A teacher might divide the class into two large groups of the ones who filled in the right and the ones who filled in the left side of the table and organise a kind of competition to see which group can think of the most pros or cons and becomes a winner.
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	Activity 4 

	Recommend as a homework. Could be a pair-work as well. Once drawn, the pictures / comics should be presented to the class and discussed.
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
